Durante el desarrollo de este aspecto, se realizd un estudio de un caso muy pertinente, en
el cual se resaltd la necesidad de reconstruir vinculos entre |as instituciones escolares y los centros de
salud.

A biography tells the story of someone's life.
Autobiography is the word used to describe a piece
of writing an author writes about his or her own life.

In this project we look closely at one way to write an autobiography.
Students will then write about their own life in a similar way, setting
out their writing as a magazine or newspaper article.

First we analyse an article from the Sunday Times magazine. Each
week, the magazine asks someone to describe a typical day in his or
her own life. By describing one typical day, the person also gives an
idea of what his or her whole life js like. This gives us the chance of
getting to know each other. At the same time we incorporate new
expressions, vocabulary and structures that we analyse and practise
through dramatisations while we enjoy reading the text.

The main objective is to encourage the students to express their
feelings towards their daily life and to be able lo organise all their
information in an attractive text that could be published, either in a
newspaper or magazine.

The project takes us approximately one month and a half and they
finally share all the productions because we include them in a kind of
book that we build together.

We would like to share with you some paragraphs that the students
have already written. This is just the beginning. We will publish more
fragments in the next magazine.
