L enny Alsop es un relator de cuen-
tos profesional de origen britani-
co con mas de 20 anos de experien-
cia. Se graduo6 en el "London Central
School of Speech and Drama" y ha
obtenido Diplomas de la Universidad
de Londres en Arte Dramatico y en
"Woice, Speech and Education”. De
padres de origen britanico y jamai-
quino, habla un muy claro y excelen-
te inglés britanico estandar. Su

Comparing texts: "The Vampire Teacher" and
"An Englishman in New York"

First Producction
by Nicolas Briasco

As regards genre, "The Vampire Teacher" is a narrative fiction text. However, "An
Englishman in New York" is a song. Both texts share the same theme: stereotypes.
Both characters in the text respect their stereotype and they are like strange crea-
tures where they live. That is to say, they are different from the supposed.
Nevertheless, there is a difference because in "The Vampire Teacher”, Mr Pyre, the
main character, responds to the stereotype of a vampire who is damaged by the
children's prejudice against him. In "An Englishman in New York" the main charac-
ter is proud of himself in spite of feeling like an alien in New York.

Concerning the stylistic devices used by the author in "The Vampire Teacher”,
there is a fairly creative conflict such as a hypothesis presented by the author. The
children believe that Mr Pyre is a vampire. In its

final resolution, the kids realize that the '
Headmaster is the vampire, and not Mr Pyre (their I LJJ' 5
hypothesis is wrong). The tone prevailing in "The ( b
Vampire Teacher” is scary although the final

extract conveys a warning tone when the author

tries to make readers understand that being preju-

diced against stereotypes is a mistake. However,

as regards style, the writer of "An Englishman in

New York" uses a number of devices in order to

emphasize some words in the song. For instance,

rhymes: "notoriety, sobriety, property, society”

which show the Englishman is a stereotype. There

is repetition in a number of lines as in the case of

"I'm", denoting a feeling of superiority. Also, the

writer employs some metaphors to make the song more poetic. Concerning tone,
in "An Englishman in New York", one could say that the writer complains
about the feeling of superiority or pride, which is critical, when he writes,
for example: "Modesty, property can lead to notoriety” and "Gentleness,
sobriety are rare in this society”.

Personally, | prefer the story in "The Vampire Teacher"” because the mea-
ning of the story shows that sometimes stereotypes have nothing to do
with what that person is really like.

"The Vampire Teacher” is an example of narrative fiction
where the children think that Mr Pyre is a vampire because
he looks like one. "An Englishman in New York" is a song
where the Englishman feels very proud of being the way he
is, no matter what they say. Both texts describe advanta-
ges and disadvantages of stereotypes. Some of the
stylistic devices used by the author in "An

Englishman in New York" are the division of the song in
stanzas. Also, the writer employs rhymes, metaphors and
cases of anaphora, with sudden changes of points of view,
whereas "The Vampire Teacher" is a piece of narrative fic-
tion because it is divided into three main parts: the begin-
ning, the conflict and the resolution. These parts are part of a
"chain of events"”, where one happens after the other.

In spite of the fact they are different texts, | liked both of
them very much because | think they are funny, interesting
and very well written.

"“The Vampire Teacher" is a fiction story abouta Third text
vampire old sterectyped: in threadbare suits,
somebody who loves drinking children's blood, BY
who lives in tombs and is disgusting. However,
"An Englishman in New York", a song, is also
about stereotypes but it has a different approach M e ntaldo
because in the song, the writer approves of the
Englishman's stereotypes, as in the firsl stanza
that says "...

Concerning the slylistic devices used in "The
Vampire Teacher" the author employs a chain of
events that lead to a conflict and its final resolu-
tion, as il is a narrative piece.
